talking you are not allowed to use the words ‘she’, ‘he’, ‘her’, ‘him’, etc.
Rather try using ‘they’ or ‘it’ or words that might sound alien to you,
like ‘ze’ or ‘zir’.

How does this change the way you think and talk about
your alien?

Sometimes things that seem strange, or alien, become really normal
and easy if you practice them. Practice using words like ‘they’, ‘ze’ or
‘zir’ (or your own made up words) to talk about each other and the
bodies in artworks.
